The first floor 
landing leads to four double bedrooms, all with fitted wardrobes, and there is a nice bright family bathroom. 
 
The 
south west rear garden does enjoy a lovely bright aspect, particularly for the afternoon sun. There is also a paved patio adjoining the house and a garden shed.
