Double doors 
open into the double aspect living/dining room with patio doors onto the rear garden. There is a large kitchen/breakfast room with space for a dining table, with a door to the rear 
garden. A door leads into the master bedroom with a comprehensive range of built in and fitted wardrobes and ensuite bathroom. The second bedroom overlooks the front, and the 
third bedroom is a good double. To compliment this there is a large family bathroom.  
 
Outside: The front of the bungalow there is off road parking with a long driveway to the side to the garage which has power. The rear garden is south-west facing and comprises of 
patio area, lawned area with mature shrub and flower borders.
