Accommodation: There is a porch leading to the entrance hall where there is also a cupboard housing the modern gas boiler for the central heating. There is an impressive living room with log burner and 
this leads into a superb dining/family room overlooking the garden, with feature vaulted ceiling. There is a lovely kitchen/breakfast room with aspects to the front and rear. There are four bedrooms, the two 
main bedrooms both have ensuite shower rooms, and there are then two smaller single bedrooms, although one of these is currently being used as a study and has a fitted desk with integrated fold down 
single bed. There is a family bathroom to compliment the two ensuites. 
 
Outside: To the front is a pleasant area of garden with lawn and borders, the paved driveway gives lots of off road parking along the side of the bungalow leading to a detached single garage. The rear 
garden is a lovely feature with lawned areas and a great variety of trees including fruit trees. There is also a water feature, summer house/work shop and green house. There are solar panels (owned) 
which reduce the electric bill.
