Accommodation: There is a recently built and spacious porch which opens to the entrance hall, this leads into a generous living/dining room which overlooks the back 
garden. There is a well-appointed kitchen/breakfast room with various integrated appliances and also housing the electric fired central heating boiler. There is also a 
downstairs cloakroom. Staircase then leads to the first floor landing. Bedroom one is a good size, with fitted wardrobes and an ensuite shower room. There are two 
further bedrooms and a family bathroom which does have an easy access bath. There is a large garden room adjoining the house which is currently under 
construction and may not be fully finished prior to sale but will offer many potential uses for a future owner. 
 
Outside: To the front of the house there are two allocated parking spaces as shown by the arrowed pictures. The main garden is to the rear, this has currently been 
laid out for relative 'ease of maintenance' and has various shrubs and a pleasant tree-lined backdrop.
