There is then a lawned garden with hedge and 
shrub borders that extends around to the side. There is a pedestrian access gate off Avenue Road. To the rear of the bungalow is an area of low maintenance garden, no lawn currently - gravel and paving 
and access. Gardener WC behind second garage.
