There are three bedrooms and a bathroom and a shower room plus a separate cloakroom/second WC. 
 
Outside: To the front of the bungalow there's an extensive paved area giving lots of off-road parking as well as space to turn, and the driveway then 
extends along the side of the bungalow to the detached single garage 5.2m x 2.8m and has an electric door to the front. The rear garden enjoys a bright 
south to south westerly aspect and again is mainly paved for 'ease of maintenance' and there are also shrub borders.
