EPC: D, Council tax band: B, Tenure: Leasehold, we understand the last year's maintenance was £2,400 and the annual ground rent is £75, this flat is being sold with the original lease 
and a new owner would have to look into extending the lease if they wish to do so, but would have to purchase as it is. Pet policy is apparently officially no but there are resident 
animals!
