Accommodation: There is an entrance porch leading to a hall and then two reception rooms at the front, one with a feature fireplace and one with a log burner. There is then a kitchen 
leading out to a garden room. Off the kitchen there is also an inner hall. This leads to a further reception room which overlooks the rear garden and also a ground floor shower room. 
One of these reception rooms could become a fourth bedroom. The upstairs landing leads to three bedrooms with bedroom one having an ensuite bathroom. 
 
Outside: To the front, there's a small area of garden. The driveway leads along the side and gives lots of off-road parking, leading to the detached single garage (22' x 10', including 
partition to create a utility area to the rear). There is a decked area and then a lovely lawn, there is a modern spacious shed and then a modern garden lodge (16' x 10').
