There is then an impressive modern kitchen leading into a 
family/breakfast room with feature vaulted ceiling, overlooking the garden. This extends into a spacious utility room and then downstairs cloakroom. There is a potential ground floor 
bedroom, although is currently used as a study. Upstairs the first floor landing leads to two generous bedrooms and a wonderful bathroom which also has a separate shower. 
 
Outside: To the front is an attractive area of garden. A five-bar gate opens to the driveway which gives good off-road parking. There is then a large shed/log store/bin store. The lovely 
rear garden has paved and lawned areas as well as shrub borders.
